I understand the following policies:

1) All uniforms & equipment provided are property of Sizzle and will be returned at the end of the season or if a player leaves the team as requested by the coach.

2) Player fees set for the season will be paid to MAA/Sizzle in the form of fundraising, sponsorships & personal payments.

3) There is no guarantee for playing/pitching/position time. Coaches will make final decisions on playing time based on what will give our team the best chance of being successful.

4) Any unspent money in my account at season end will stay in the team’s bank account for next seasons use. This includes any money put into the account from individual or team fundraisers.
5) I am a representative of Millard Athletic Association and Sizzle softball and will conduct myself in a respectful manner.

6) I give the coaches full decision making responsibility in decisions concerning on field matters with my child and also in correcting any disruption from any parent during game situations.

7) If my child is unable to make practice or a game it is my responsibility to make sure the head coach is notified by phone or in person. No messages will be accepted as notification.
8) I also understand that if my child misses practice or game for any reason other than an excused purpose by the head coach, there can be disciplinary action as set by the coach.

9) Our coaching staff is volunteer only and are not paid positions. Please remember the time each coach is putting in to teach each child.
10) If there is a problem with any coaching decision made I will not confront the coaches in front of the team or during a game. It is understood that I will wait 24 hrs. before speaking to the head coach to help ease the situation.
Players should be encouraged to speak to head coach in regard to any issues you might have for the first two times!

If parents are not satisfied with resolution then parent may request to speak to the head coach a 3rd time. Please let the players try to resolve any issues with head coach. 
11) As a parent I will not coach my daughter from the stands           during practices or games. This is solely for the coaches and I understand this only confuses the players.

12) This is a select softball team that has every intention of developing my child to be a better softball player and the coaching staff is dedicated to teaching the players skills to compete at the select level of play.
